Education is intimately concerned with information, its dissemination, andassimilation by individ-
uals, groups, societies, and nations. As an information technology tool, education thus has a vital part to
play.

Knowledge and information are produced by subject experts such as researchers and scholars.
Teachers assimilate this knowledge and pass it on to learners or students. Clever students may be capable
of assimilating this knowledge for themselves — once they have achieved a particular threshold age. A
teacher is regarded as being information-rich. In contrast, a student is one who is thought of as being in-
formation-deficient within this domain. The function of the teaching process is to transfer information
from the teacher to the student. Nowadays, easy access to microcomputers, intelligent terminals and com-
munications facilities, particularly within the home, is likely to provide many new opportunities for use of
such approaches to education. One of the most interesting of these will probably arise through the devel-
opment of expert systems. An expert system is a sophisticated software package that is able to support
two basic types of human-computer dialogue. One of these is essentially an input operation, while the
other is primarily dedicated to output operations. The potential role that expert systems could play within
education is substantial. For example, they could be used to construct intelligent tutors and counseling
aids; to build systems that are capable of training people in decision making, etc. Indeed, combining ex-
pert system technology with that of the videodisks could provide a powerful new educational medium for
use in the home— an area where much future learning must take place, with government expenditure on
education being reduced. Undoubtedly, information technology as we perceive it today is going to have a
significant impact in future. Its greatest effects will be on people and thenature of lives they lead. People
spend a large proportion of their time in theirhomes and it is here, therefore, where many new market op-
portunities for information technology products will probably arise. During the next decade the home is
likely to change in many ways as novel domestic information technology based services are made avail-
able. Some factors are likely to contribute to these changes: easy access to introduction of new storage
media such as optical disks; highly intelligent software that reacts the user demands and others. People

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must be given the opportunity of becoming informed about and deciding on those problems that directly
influence their lives. Through new technology we are moving closer to this. However, there are still many
social and cultural problems that remain to be solved, many of which stem from ignorance and a fear of
technology. Naturally, one of the greatest fears at present is that information technology can bring sub-
stantial reductions in the workforce of those areas where it is applied.

Consider everything your smartphone has done for you today. Counted your steps? Transcribed
notes? Navigated you somewhere new?

Smartphones make for versatile' pocket assistants. That’s because they’re equipped with a suite of
sensors. And some of those sensors you may never think — or even know — about. They sense light, hu-
midity, pressure, temperature and other factors.

Smartphones have become essential companions. So those sensors probably stayed close by
throughout your day. They sat in your backpack or on the dinner table or nightstand. If you’re like most
smartphone users, the device was probably on the whole time, even when its screen was blank.

“Sensors are finding their ways into every corner of our lives,” says Maryam Mehrnezhad. She’s a
computer scientist at Newcastle University in England. That’s a good thing when phones are using their
powers to do our bidding’. But the many types of personal information that phones have access to also
makes them potentially powerful spies.

Television

Television is the electronic transmission of moving images with accompanying sound, sent from a
central source or sources to home television screens.

From the 1950s, when television viewing first became common, until the mid-1970s the technol-
ogy available to the television audience was rather simple and consisted essentially of a TV set. The
1980s, however, witnessed an explosion of new devices for home entertainment. The entire field, includ-
ing television itself, is now known under the name of video.

Television images can be relayed from one point to another by several transmission systems. One
of them uses electromagnetic radiation, or waves, that are sent over the air. Another is cable television us-
ing a community antenna or a receiving dish and distributing the signals by cable to subscribers. Yet an-
other method of bringing television signals to the home is satellite transmission. Communications satel-
lites receive signals from the Earth, change signal frequency, and transmit them back to the Earth.

Commer-
cial television gets money from advertising when noncommercial television is financed by other sources
as well. Probably the best-known noncommercial television system is the British Broadcasting Corpora-
tion (BBC), created by royal charter in 1927. The BBC was formed to "educate and enlighten", a philoso-
phy diametrically opposed to the US system, in which commercial broadcasters try to foresee and fulfil
viewer preferences.

Internet access is a human right

Most of the world’s Internet users believe Internet access is a basic human right. This is according
to a new poll conducted for the BBC. A survey of more than 27,000 adults in 26 different countries found
four out of five people believed access to the World Wide Web was a right everyone in the world needs
and should have. The chief of the International Telecommunication Union, Dr. Hamadoun Toure, told the
BBC World Service: "The right to communicate cannot be ignored. The Internet is the most powerful po-
tential source of enlightenment ever created." Dr. Toure believes online access should be available every-
where, just like roads and water. In some countries, this has already happened. Finland and Estonia have
laws saying access is a human right.

The survey also showed how the Internet is quickly becoming a vital part of our life, all across the
world. Over 75 per cent of Japanese, Mexican and Russian people said they could not live without it. It is
easy to see why. Almost everything we do in our life today, from communication, study, work and
leisure, needs the Internet. Without access to the Web, many people would feel helpless and powerless.
Almost 80 per cent of those who took the survey believe the Web had a positive impact, with nearly four
fifths saying they have greater freedom. Other people were worried about the dangers of using the Inter-
net. One big surprise was that the majority of Germans felt it was not safe for them to express their opin-
ions online.
